TRI CITY YOUTH SOCCER LEAGUE 
Constitution and By-Laws 


SECTION I. CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE I NAME 

The name of this organization shall be Tri City Youth Soccer League, which shall be referred to as "TCYSL" or "the league" for all purposes hereinafter enumerated. TCYSL is subject to the conditions and rules presented in the Constitution and By-Laws and Rules of Order. 

ARTICLE II PURPOSE 

The purpose of TCYSL is to: 
1. Promote and support soccer for boys and girls eligible to play youth soccer in TCYSL. 
2. Teach good sportsmanship. 
3. Educate youth participants and adult sponsors in the fundamentals of the game of soccer. 
4. Promote the game of soccer through sponsorship of regularly scheduled competition. 
5. Conduct such other educational activities as shall be deemed appropriate. 

The purpose of the Constitution is to: 
1. Reflect the three-city nature of this league and the needs of administering a program over a large area. 
2. Balance responsibility for league operations with executive function. 
3. Provide equal weight and balance to the three cities from which players are drawn. 

ARTICLE III AFFILIATION 

TCYSL affiliates with and is subject to the conditions and rules presented in the Constitution, By-Laws, and Rules of Order of the Coastal Bend Youth Soccer Association (CBYSA) and the South Texas Youth Soccer Association (STYSA). TCYSL, through STYSA, shall comply with the authority of the United States Youth Soccer Association, also referred to as "USYSA". 

ARTICLE IV MEMBERSHIP AND VOTING RIGHTS 

1. Membership in TCYSL shall consist of properly registered players and their parents, coaches, assistant coaches, referees and their assistants, and officers of the League. 
2. Each league/club shall have voting powers as set forth in the By-Laws, Article II. 
3. TCYSL shall be governed by a board of directors and will be known as The Board for all purposes hereinafter enumerated. Each member team of TCYSL shall elect or appoint a number of persons to The Board each year as set forth in the By-Laws, Article II, Section II. 
4. The members of The Board shall elect an Executive Committee consisting of President, First Vice-President, Second Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, and Registrar, as set forth in the By-Laws, Article II. The elected Executive Committee shall then appoint to the Executive Committee: A fields committee chairman, a director of coaching, a referee assignor. The coaches of each member city will submit the name of their advisor and the advisor for each city shall be a member of the Executive Committee. The voting membership consists of The Board of Directors, Executive Committee, and standing committee chairmen. An Executive Committee member may not cast votes on behalf of a member team. 

ARTICLE V SEASONAL AND FISCAL YEAR, TERMS OF OFFICE 

The seasonal year of TCYSL shall be the same as the seasonal year of CBYSA. The fiscal year of TCYSL shall begin on April 1st and end on March 31st of following year. The terms of office shall be from January 1 to December 31. 

SECTION I  CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE VI   ANNUAL MEETING 

An annual meeting of TCYSL may be held during the month of August. Mandatory attendance is required by all teams. The order of business shall be as follows: 
1. Roll call and introduction of TCYSL officers. 
2. Annual Report. 
3. Reports, if any, by chairmen of the standing committees and TCYSL officers. 
4. Reading of proposed plans for the future. 
5. Adjournment. 

The annual meeting and all other meetings of TCYSL shall be conducted in accordance with Robert's Rules of Order, Latest Edition. 

ARTICLE VII PROXY 

The votes to which a team is entitled may be cast by a proxy holder. A proxy, to be valid, must be signed by the person whose vote is being replaced, must designate by name, the individual(s) who are entitled to vote under the proxy, and be presented to the Secretary prior to the start of a regularly scheduled meeting. The proxy must be specific as to issues or dates upon which it may be exercised. 

ARTICLE VIII AMENDMENT 

Amendments to the constitution may be proposed, in writing, by any voting member. Amendments may be adopted at any regularly scheduled meeting of The Board provided that a copy of the proposed amendment change has been provided to every voting member not less than 14 days prior to the meeting. Amendments to the Constitution and By-Laws shall require a simple majority affirmative vote cast by persons present or by proxy entitled to vote. An amendment voted affirmative shall become effective immediately. 

ARTICLE IX DISSOLUTION 

In the event that TCYSL dissolves or ceases to function for a period of two fiscal years, the assets and properties of TCYSL shall be transferred to the South Texas Youth Soccer Association or another local association, to be used as it may so decide. 

SECTION II. BY-LAWS

ARTICLE I OFFICERS 

Section I President

It shall be the duty of the President to preside at all meetings of TCYSL, the Executive Committee, the emergency committee, standing committees, and other committees as he/she may participate.  He/she shall attend or appoint, within thirty days of taking office chairmen of the standing committees, with all appointments being subject to confirmation of The Board.  He/She may enter into contracts on behalf of TCYSL provided those contracts are of one year’s duration or less and provided they have been reviewed and approved by the Executive Committee.  The President may sign such contracts on behalf of TCYSL and such contracts shall be binding on TCYSL upon ratification by The Board.

SECTION II BY-LAWS

ARTICLE I OFFICERS (cont…)
Section 2 1st Vice-President

It shall be the duty of the First Vice-President to assist the President in matters concerning the operation of TCYSL and shall succeed to the powers of the President in his/her absence.  The first vice President may be the holder of another office on the Executive Committee, or be a chairman of a committee of the organization, but may only exercise one vote on any issue before the Executive Committee or The Board.

Section 3 2nd Vice-President
It shall be the duty of the Second Vice-President to assist the President in matters concerning the operation of TCYSL.  He/She shall succeed to the powers of the President in the absence of both the President and First Vice-President. He/She will also serve as a representative and liaison to the Rockport playing area. The Second Vice-President may be the holder of another office on the Executive Committee, or be a chairman of a committee of the organization, but may only exercise one vote on any issue before the Executive Committee or The Board.

Section 4 Secretary
It shall be the duty of the Secretary to keep an accurate record of all proceedings of TCYSL and he/she shall have custody of all official papers and records.  He/She shall record the minutes of all regularly scheduled meetings, attend to all correspondence, and keep records of TCYSL.  He/She shall provide a complete list of members of The Board and officers of TCYSL to CBYSA.  He/She shall mail a copy of the minutes from the previous regularly scheduled meeting to the members of The Board at least one (1) week prior to the next regularly scheduled meeting.  He/She shall update all changes to the Constitution, By-Laws, and Rules of Order.  He/She will have updated documents available at each month’s meeting.  At the expiration of his/her term, he/she will turn over all books, papers, and other property of TCYSL pertaining to the office in his/her custody to the successor and receive a receipt for them.

Section 5 Treasurer
It shall be the duty of the Treasurer to keep an accurate record and have custody of all monies of TCYSL.  He/She shall be responsible for preparing a budget and make recommendations of registration fees.  He/She shall render all just bills and receipts and shall submit a report at each meeting of the monies received and disbursed since the last report.  He/She shall pay all bills for budgeted expenses as directed by the President or the Executive Committee.  At expiration of his/her term, he/she shall turn over all books, monies, records, and other property of TCYSL pertinent to the office in his/her custody to the successor and receive a receipt for them.

Section 6 Registrar
It shall be the duty of the Registrar to coordinate the registration of all players, coaches, assistant coaches, and referees.  He/She shall input all roster and registration information in the online registration database.  He/She shall forward all miscellaneous registration forms, tournament  forms, and insurance forms to CBYSA.  He/She will maintain a TCYSL registry.  He/She shall be responsible for providing insurance forms to each city advisor and fields chairman.

SECTION II. BY-LAWS 

ARTICLE I OFFICERS (cont…)

Section 7 Field Committee Chairman

It shall be the duty of the fields committee chairman to oversee the timely preparation and proper maintenance of the fields of TCYSL, working with the three city advisors and their recommended (if not the same person) field coordinators.  It shall also be the duty of the fields committee chairman to assist the Registrar in the timely preparation of reports needed for proper insurance records.

Section 8 Director of Coaching
It shall be the duty of the director of coaching to find, train, and support the coaches of the league.  The director of coaching maintains a record of the certification of the coaches of the league and ensures that they are trained appropriately.

Section 9 Referee Assignor
The referee assignor is responsible for assigning referees and assistant referees for games within the boundaries of the league in accordance with CBYSA, STYSA, TSSAS, and FIFA requirements.  The referee assignor supports the currently licensed referees,  sees to the training of suitable candidates, scheduling clinics if necessary.  He/She may appoint a referee development coordinator.

Section 10 City Advisors
City advisors are responsible for all TCYSL events in their respective cities including the maintenance of a positive relationship with city officials, especially public works directors, or persons holding authority over land on which TCYSL plays of practices.  City advisors shall be elected in each member city either by acclaim or by a simple majority of board members in that city.

ARTICLE II MEMBERSHIP
Section 1 Executive Committee

The Executive Committee shall set the time and place for regularly scheduled meetings.  It shall assist the President as needed in overseeing all committee work to ensure its presentation before The Board in an orderly and timely manner.  It’s membership shall consist of the six elected officers, plus the following appointed positions: fields committee chairman, referee assignor, director of coaching, and the city advisors.

Section 2 Board of Directors

The Board of Directors shall transact all business of TCYSL and shall have the power to enforce the laws of the game, the rules of CBYSA, and the Constitution, By-Laws, and Rules and Regulations of TCYSL.  The Board will hear appeals of decisions of the disciplinary and protest committee and will have full right of disposition.  Appeals of The Board’s decisions must be filed with CBYSA.

The Board shall adopt and approve an annual budget for TCYSL, establish the policies, approve all unbudgeted expenditures in excess of $100.00, and approve all TCYSL related activities.

Each team shall be represented on The Board by the team’s coach or designated representative plus one other vote.  Each Executive Committee member shall have one vote.

SECTION II BY-LAWS

ARTICLE II  MEMBERSHIP (cont…)

Section 3 Proxy

Any vote to which a member is entitled may be cast by a proxy holder.  A proxy, to be valid, must be signed by the designated voting member of the team for whom it is offered, and is presented to the TCYSL Secretary prior to the casting of any vote by the proxy holder. The proxy must designate by name, the individual who is entitled to vote the proxy, be specific as to the meeting to which the proxy applies, and may contain limitations concerning the issues upon which it may be exercised and/or the vote which must be cast.  Members of the Executive Committee may not hold proxies for representatives of teams.

ARTICLE III  INSTALLATION OF OFFICERS

Section 1 Nominations

Nominations for the offices of President, First Vice-President, Second Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, and Registrar shall be made by a nominating committee appointed by the President.  The nominating committee shall be selected at the October meeting and will report its list of candidates at the November meeting.  Nominations will be taken from the floor at the December meeting.  Nominees are not required to be Board Members.

Section 2 Elections

The Executive Committee shall be elected by a simple majority of The Board of Directors.  If there is more than one nominee for an office, the vote will be taken by secret ballot.  Once elected, they shall become full voting members until expiration of their term of office.

Section 3 Vacancies

Upon the death, resignation or removal from office of any Executive Committee member, the Executive Committee shall fill the vacancy by appointment subject to confirmation of The Board.

Section 4 Removal From Office

Any officer may be removed from office by a two-thirds favorable vote of Board Members present for the following reasons:

1. Inability to function due to illness.

2. Neglect of duty.

3. Failure to attend three consecutive scheduled meetings with the discretion of the Executive Committee.

4. Inefficiency.

5. Malfeasance.

Any committee chairman or member of any other appointed position can be removed from office by the President with approval of the Executive Committee.

SECTION II  BY-LAWS

ARTICLE IV  COMMITTEES

Section 1 Standing Committees

The standing committees of TCYSL shall be:

A. Awards and Special Events…The duties of the Awards and Special Events committee shall be the responsibility of the acquisition of all trophies, plaques, patches, and certificates to be awarded or presented by TCYSL, coordination of opening ceremonies, closing ceremonies, and all other events of the league.

B. Disciplinary and Protest…The duties of the disciplinary and protest (D&P) committee shall be to hear all disputes, appeals, and protests which may develop.  All appeals of D&P decisions must be filed in writing with The Board within 14 days of the decision.

Section 2 Designated Committees

The President shall designate intra-association coordinators as necessary for TCYSL.  They shall have responsibility for the coordination of TCYSL intra-association play.

ARTICLE V  MEETINGS

Section 1 Board

The Board shall meet at least once each month, between the start and end of the regular soccer season, and at least every third month during the remainder of the year.  The Executive Committee shall meet within thirty (30) days of taking office and as required thereafter.

Section 2 Special Meetings
Special meetings may be called:

1. By the President upon his/her own volition

2. Upon request of the Executive Committee

3. Upon written request of a Quorum of The Board

The Board members shall be notified of such special meetings and the purpose for which it is being called.  Only the business for which the special meeting was called may be conducted at such meeting.

SECTION II  BY-LAWS

ARTICLE V  MEETINGS

Section 3 Business
For purposes of transacting business of the Executive Committee, a Quorum of the officers shall be present, which is one more than half.

For the purpose of transacting business of TCYSL, a Quorum of the voting membership shall be required, which is one more than half of the teams.  A quorum of the Executive Committee is also required.

So long as a quorum is present, any proposal shall be considered adopted if it received the affirmative vote of a simple majority of those individuals present.  Amendments to the constitution and By-laws, and removal of an officer shall require a two-thirds affirmative vote of those present.

ARTICLE VI   AMENDMENTS
Section 1  Requirement

Amendments to the By-Laws may be proposed, in writing, by any voting member. Amendments may be adopted at any regularly scheduled meeting provided that a copy of the proposed amendment change has been provided to every voting member, not less than 14 days prior to that regular scheduled meeting.  A two-thirds favorable vote of the total membership present shall be necessary to amend.  Votes must be cast in person or by proxy (as described under Article II Section 3 of the By-Laws.).  An amendment voted affirmative shall become effective immediately.

Section 2  Suspension
A particular section of the By-Laws may be suspended for a single purpose by a simple majority favorable vote of the voting membership present.

Section 3  Coverage
Any point not covered by the By-Laws shall be decided by a two-thirds favorable vote, by the voting membership present.

ARTICLE VII  ORDER
The order of business at the regular scheduled meetings of The Board shall be:

1. Call to Order

2. Reading and approval of the minutes of the last meeting

3. Announcements

4. Introduction of guests

5. Standing committee reports

6. Officer reports

7. Old business

8. Special committee appointees’ reports

9. New business

10. Adjournment

SECTION II  BY-LAWS

ARTICLE VIII  MANDATORY ABSTENTION
Any voting member of TCYSL, associated with a grievance, protest, or appeal, shall not vote in respect to that particular grievance, protest, or appeal.

ARTICLE IX  EMERGENCY
In the event of an emergency, the President shall call a meeting of the Emergency Committee of TCYSL.  They shall act on matters demanding immediate attention, when it is impractical or impossible to call a board meeting.

ARTICLE X  RULES
The Board shall have authority to set up all rules and policy for any TCYSL playoffs, tournaments, and special competitions.

ARTICLE XI  BOUNDARIES
The boundaries of TCYSL are the areas of Aransas Pass, Ingleside, Rockport, the unincorporated areas and the townships of the area that are not a part of Gregory-Portland Youth Soccer League or Port Aransas Youth Soccer League.
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
